Welcome.

On behalf of the EPF I wish delegates and guests welcome to the 2005 European Congress.

I want to thank the organiser, by the meet director Gaston Parage, for inviting us to Hamm.  
The Luxembourg Powerlifting Federation is very experienced in organising championships – but this is the very first Open Europeans for Men – and I am sure we can look forward to a pleasant stay and a very well organised championships. 

European Championships 2004.
A lot of hard work and good planning created European championships of good technical and social standard in 2004.  Statistics show that all together 767 lifters took part in  European championships in year 2004 and this is 64 lifters more than the year before.

Antidoping work.

In year 2004, we made 102 doping tests at European championships and 5 lifters were suspended due to positive doping result. This is the same number of positives as the year before and fare too many. 
The fight against doping is not easy but IPF and EPF are determined to increase the focus on member nations that do not have a serious national antidoping program. The implementation of the WADA protocol will hopefully result in more national antidoping competence. Every nation that takes part in the Olympics must have an independent national Doping Agency – this is a requirement from the IOC.
IPF will also institute a “where about” protocol meaning that top international lifters must report where they can be contacted at any time in case of an out of competition doping test. 
IPF forwarded an IOC application last year and  we all await the outcome. Hopefully a positive answer will be given before this summer to accept IPF as a provisional member. 

This year the World Games 2005 takes part in Germany. From Europe 20 Women and 16 Men take part and this is by fare the Region with most nominated lifters. The selection was made by the IPF EC out from the lifters qualification but also to secure a World wide representation.
I am sure the World Games will be a great experience for lifters and leaders and let us hope the TV and Newspapers will highlight this big tournament.
General.

After the resignation of Heiner  Köberich in 2003, the administration of EPF was changed so the work was shared between more people.  This has worked very well and I am pleased by the good work of all officials. 
· Jiri Hofirek as Champion Secretary has perhaps the most time consuming work in the administration and he is a hard and efficient worker both at his office and at the championships. 
· Also  Ralph Farquharson, doing the treasurer work besides the general secretary work, has nearly a full time job with EPF matters and I am really sorry to see him withdraw at the 2005 Congress.   
· Myriam Busselot has taken good care of the technical matters and done all her tasks in a conscientious and correct way and is working very well with the jury and referees  at our championships. 
· Kalevi Sorsa is clever with paragraphs and has given strong support to law and legislation matters and other documents and strategies for EPF.  
· Dietmar Wolf has besides law and legislation matters given strong support to organisers at various championships and has good ideas for the future of the EPF. 
· As all doping cases now are handled by the IPF, Pavol Müller has not so much work with discipline matters, but he has assisted in doping controls and given good support to organisers at European championships. He is controlling the finances of the EPF in the function of Finance Secretary.
· I also like to give a big honour to Jari Tähtinen for his zealous work of keeping the record list as correct as possible – this is not an easy task. 
· I am very proud of the lay out of the EPF web. David Hinchley is doing a very good job creating and maintaining the EPF web. His smart programming does it easy for the users to quickly view all historical information and news. 

· Finally, Detlev Albrings gives good support and ideas to discussions in the EPF administration and it is a good situation that he has had no work in the Appeal committee last year.

Thank you very much all officials for your great work to run and administrate the EPF!

The future for EPF is bright if we manage to continue our progress and I like to mention a few areas we will give priority in the years to come:
· Continue to better the conditions for the lifters at European championships with only approved material – also in the warming up area. This gives equal conditions for all lifters.
· Being more professional with the result service for the audience and press. It is important that people outside our sport can understand and follow our competitions. 

· IOC recognition is of vital importance to get broad accept for our sport. IPF is working well with this matter, but we will not be successful if we can not control doping abuse in our sport. So, the work against doping abuse is very important for both EPF and IPF.
· At IPF Worlds, internet broadcasting is tested out. I hope this can be successful and EPF has good connection with the Norwegian company providing this service and we will broadcast our Europeans in this way when the system is working well. At the Western European cup in Norway last year the internet broadcasting world wide was very successful. The internet broadcasting will hopefully bring money into our federation and to our organisers in the future.
There are many challenges for improving our sport and the EPF as organisation. But if we all work towards the same goal, results will come step by step and we will be more and more professional to the benefit for our lifters and officials.
I hope we will have useful discussions at this Congress and I wish you all a successful Congress and a successful Open European  Championships for Men 2005.

         During the year 2004 the activity of DC was directed onto reminding and taking collective decisions regarding to problems of EPF within the EPF executive committee. The DC doesn’t present a  report about doping cases and a list of positively tested lifters for year 2004. On the base of IPF Congress decision IPF DC have authorization to solve  doping cases of all regions. The removal of competencies regarding to doping offences from regional executives seems to be a step back. Practically it means  that regional doping offences and other violations in connection with doping cases ( for example the case Soloviov) are solved by IPF officials without closer  relations to European powerlifting movement and solutions take too much time.

         I have to say that I don’t know sport federation in which DC is not fully included in EC without competences for solving doping offences. I’d like to propose for the future to integrate DC with all appropriate rights to EPF EC.

         I would like to thank to my colleagues Mr. Tollef Taksdal and Mr. Lars Göran Emanuelson from Disciplinary Committee as well as to all members of EPF executive and to representatives of our member nations for a very good cooperation and support.

9) PROPOSALS.

From the EC:
1) To accept the revised EPF Constitution and By Laws based on the revised IPF Constitution and By Laws accepted at the IPF Congress 2004.

To discuss separately:

1a) Doping fee adjusted from EUR 30 to EUR 50 to be equal as the IPF doping fee.

      Reason: EPF face higher expenses due to WADA requirements. We must send WADA          
      qualified doping controllers to some European championships in the future to carry out the  
      doping control like we have done to a few championships last year. This will be more 
      expensive plus  with a higher fee we will be able to test more lifters.

2a) The organising fees for European championships are increased slightly. See the details  
       under By laws 103.2.

      Reason: These fees have not been adjusted for some years and are now adjusted to be       

      half of the fees as charged for similar World championships.

3a) Banquet fee adjusted from maximum EUR 15 to maximum EUR 20. (By laws 103.2)

      Reason: This fee has not been adjusted for some years and the price for a banquet meal      
      is usually higher than EUR 15.
2) To move the date of the organisation of the Western European Cup from late July to late September each  year.

Reason: July is vacation season and not the best period to organise championships.                  
Late September will usually not be in conflict with any World or European        
championships.


3) A national federation taking part in European championships and cups shall pay the doping test fee and the participating fee for each number of lifters nominated and entered on the final entry form. No such fees are to be paid for nominated reserve lifters.

Reason: It is a problem for the organiser that federations nominate more persons than actually take part. At many European championships the number of participants are 10-15% less than the number nominated. This cause problems for the organiser preparing transport, accommodation, banquet etc. 
By this rule the federations will hopefully be more careful when making the nominations, so the number of nominations will be more like the number of participants.


4) From Luxembourg PF
In European championships medals or merit awards certificates shall be presented for first, second and third places in the individual lifts of squat, bench press and dead lift in each category.
Reason: To make sense for a lifter to continue in a European championship when bombing out in squat or bench press.

the way he has carried out his duty. He has also served as EPF Finance Committee Chairman  since 1999.
Pavol Müller has  been active in the EPF administration  and given valuable input for governing European powerlifting and has at numerous European championships given great support to the organisers in respect of organising the doping control besides other competition secretary work.


Lifter: 
Andy Kerr, Great Britain.
Andy Kerr started his career as track and field athlete 16 years old and switched later on to discus and weight lifting. He participated in world championships in weight lifting in the 1960s and 1970s placing at 5th and 6th places as best. In 1975 he started with powerlifting and his most thrilling competition was in 1983 in Sweden when he was close to beating Bill Kazmaier in the Open Worlds in125+.
Andy Kerr has taken part in many European and World championships placing among the top 3 and is still competing at top international level by winning the European Master II championships in 2004.
Besides his active career as lifter, Andy has given valuable inputs to powerlifting training by his many articles about training, how to prepare for competitions and how to achieve the very best at a competition. 
He was one of the very first that put powerlifting training and preparations into effective systems and shared his knowledge generous with other lifters, coaches and trainers.
