1.Regarding no doping control at the European Womens 1999.

After the Women European championships in France ,where no doping control took place, EPF wrote a strong complaint to the Minister of Sport in France.

Now we have received an answer in which they state that "We are awfully said that no control took place. But please believe us, the new French legislation will guarantee that this cannot happen again".

The backgrund is that in France there are  for the moment not any individual Powerlifting Federation. The sport is administrated directly from the Sport Ministry. However, in 2001 an independent Federation governing powerlifting, weightlifting and body-building will be established.

EPF strongly regret that lifters could not have their records recognised due to the lack of doping control. 

The doping money collected will be used to have  additional doping tests at European championships in year 2000 and preferably for record breakers that are not drawn by lot to have such tests free of charge.

Future organisers of European championships are hereby reminded to organise for the doping control by having a  written agrement with the institution controling.    Arnulf Wahlstrøm
