1. The Mens Masters Powerlifting  Györ Hungary was a good championships, we had a lot of good results and the Hungarians like tha last championships did a good job. So many thanks Hungary to make only after 8 month of preparing such a good meet it goes to Lajosc Bajci and all his helpers.

The only negative thing was that one lifter from Ukrain was detected selling Anabolics and removed from the start and suspended for two years, Zherebtsov, Borys.

2. The European Union Cup in Waterford Ireland had not so many starters like I guessed in advance. That was a pity for the not lifting athletes as so they missed a very high level meet. Frank Waters did a very good meet and the lifters did break so many EU cups and it was so high level lifting, that only Russians could have done more, a real West-European Championships. Also the loaders had world-level. So many thanks to the Iris federation.

3. The European Masters Benchpress in Jelgava Latvia, was from the competition a very good meet, that shows the lot of european masters records set. But the Organisers had some things to bare, they did not cause. So the main meethotel was rebuild and the normaly cheap rooms were changed to mor expensive luxury rooms, 1/3 of the rooms were under construction. Some lifter did not want to take the B-category Hotel without warm water, so they were sent to the much more expensive Maritime Hotel in Riga, with free transport 2 times a day ( 80 km ), what made the minus of the organisers much bigger. But you must know the city of Jelgawa has no more money, so all the city has since 3 month no warm water, all the lamps at the streets in the night are shut down, so you must walk in the night by total darkness. I hope the minus of the meet will not destroy the Latvian Powerlifting Federation. I thank the meetdirector Edmunds Janson and all his helpers for setting a very good meet under all the negative circumstances for them.

And the 1st time it happened that there were 2 lifters not paying the Doping-fee and departed before I could ask them to pay.

4. Dopingresults Mens open Europeans in Riesa. I was more then shocked, see the results of 6 positive lifters, as 2 wanted to have the B-Tests done, I could not publish the results earlier. Here the Testedt lifters.
